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Dr. Neligan is Irish, graduating from Medical School in 1975. He trained in General Surgery and Plastic Surgery in Ireland completing fellowships in research, pediatric plastic surgery, microvascular surgery and burn surgery at the University of  Toronto. He became Chair of the University of Toronto Division of Plastic Surgery in 1996 and Wharton Chair in Reconstructive Plastic Surgery in 1999. 


In 2007 he moved to the University of Washington in Seattle. His clinical interests are in microvascular surgery, facial paralysis and lymphatic surgery. Publications include 12 books, 85 book chapters and over 200 peer-reviewed papers. He is Editor-in-Chief of the 6 Volume Plastic Surgery, which has become the standard text for Plastic Surgery Training Programs around the world. He has been awarded the Sushruta Professorship in Plastic Surgery by the Royal College of Surgeons in Edinburgh for 2023
